The Code of Conduct aims to protect children and reduce any opportunities forabuse orharmto
occur. It also helps staff and volunteers by providing them with guidance on how to best support
childrenand how to avoid or better manage difficult situations. This Code of Conduct appliestoall
people involvedinthe South West Academy of Sport's activities, including staff, coaches, athletes,
trainers, officials, presenters, volunteers and parents.

All South West Academy of Sport staff and volunteers are responsible for promoting the safetyand
wellbeing of children and young peopleby:

Adheringto our Child Safe Policy, this Code of Conduct and other South West Academy of
Sport policies

Takingall reasonable stepsto protect childrenfrom abuse

Treating everyone with respect, including listening to and valuing theirideas and opinions
Welcomingall children and theirfamiliesand carersand beinginclusive

Respecting cultural, religious and political differences and actingin a culturally sensitive way,
particularly wheninteracting with children who are Aboriginal or otherwise culturally or
linguistically diverse and those with a disability

Modelling appropriate adult behaviour

Listeningto children and responding to them appropriately

Reportingand acting on any breaches of this Code of Conduct, complaints orconcerns
appropriately and treatthem seriously and with respect.

Complying with ourguidelines on physical contact with children

Working with childreninan openandtransparent way —otheradults should always know
about the work you are doing with children

Respectingthe privacy of children and theirfamilies, and only disclosinginformation to
people who have aneedto know.

South West Academy of Sport staff and volunteers MUST NOT:

Seektouse childreninany way to meetthe needs of adults

Ignore or disregard any concerns, suspicions or disclosures of child abuse

Use prejudice, oppressive behaviour orlanguage with children

Engage in rough physical games

Discriminate on the basis of age, gender, race, culture, vulnerability or sexuality

Initiate unnecessary physical contact with children or do things of a personal nature that
children cando forthemselves, such as toileting or changing clothes
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e Develop ‘special’ relationships with specific children or show favouritism through the
provision of gifts orinappropriate attention

e Exchange personal contact details such as phone number, social networking site oremail
addresseswith children

e Have unauthorised contact with children and young peopleonline or by phone.

By observingthese standards you acknowledge your responsibility toimmediately reportany breach
of this code to South West Academy of Sport viathe Chair (kae @maddenslawyers.com.au), orthe
Chief Executive Officer.
